For instance, China is a
vast country and it will take a long time for a néaw passed in Beijing to be properly
enforced to remote parts of China like Yunnan. ddigon, provincial governments have to
act carefully while cracking down on counterfeitiagd IP infringements since such actions
may cost jobs in the local community. China neeslsttike a balance in tackling these
problems.
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
